You are in as 
bad a fix as you would be if you yourself were fighting 
labor. You have not the faintest interest in the quarrel 
—yet you are paying for the war.

This sort of thing does labor incalculable damage, 
If it goes on long enough, It is almost certain to start 
a publio reaction that will leave labor back where it 
was in the mid-twenties, with all the greiit piina of 
recent years canceled.

Nazis in the U. S.
The Chicago Times seems to have done an excellent 

bit of newspaper work in its investigation of Nazi 
activities in this country. Its assertion that Nazi 
leaders are preparing for direct action In the United 
States is exceedingly disquieting; and the reply made 
by Fritz Kuhn—whom the Times calls “the Ameri­
can Hitler”—is something less than reasBuring.

"Our organization is just waiting until the Com­
munists get ready to seize control,” says Herr Kuhn, 
“Then, i f  the government needs our help, we will step 
in and fight for our country—the United Btiitos.”

On the surface, that sounds innocent enounli. Hut 
this government, after all, has ample resourceH to com­
bat any insurrection.

WASHINGTON fU.R) — Education 
in land-use will be stressed in the 
Farm Tenant Aid program approv­
ed by congrcss and the President, 
department of agriculture officials 
said.

Officials said the appropriation 
authorized in  the bill — a maxi­
mum of $70,000,000 after three 
years—can hardly begin to pur­
chase farms for the nearly 3,000,- 
000 tenant farmers.
."Our real goal Is security of farm 

tenure, whether by tenants or own­
ers," A. G. Black, chief of the bureau 
of agricultural economle.i, said.

"Tenancy In Itself Is not to be 
deploied so much as the things 
which have gone wllh tenancy In 
the pa.-;l."- he said. "Insecurity of 
tenure makes for depiction of soil 
througl^ over-cropping, excessive 
depreciation of buildings and oth­
er equipment, and 'erosion' of tlie 
farm family itself.”

No Immrdlate Cure 
"De.splte everything the nation 

can do, we might as well make up 
our minds that wo are going to 
have ft considerable amount of 
tenancy in this country for many 
years to come." Black said.

He listed four proposals which 
ho said "fieem to have the most 
promise as workable tools for bet­
tering land tenure conditions."

WASHINGTON (U.PJ-Exporta of 
farm products from this year's cropi 
probably will show a very "marked 
Increase" over recent years, accord­
ing to economists of the department 
of agriculture.

“In  recent months there has been 
an Incrca.slng number of indications 
that the world trade situation has 
greatly Improved." the bureau of 
agricultural economics said.

This Improvement, however, has 
not yet been reflected in correspond­
ing improvement In exporj outlets 
for American farm products, the 
bureau said. Exports of farm prod­
ucts declined steadily during the 
first six months of this year.

KxporU Below Peak
Exports of farm products during 

June were only 46 per cent of the 
pre-war level. Exports of last year’s 
crops averaged 55 per cent of the 
pre-war level. Even with good crops 
thl.s year exports are not expected to 
approach pre-war levels.

"An Increase In the volume of 
agrlculturol-exports this year is ex­
pected, not only because of abundant 
crops In the United Statc.s, but be- 
cnu.se of limited harvests In many 
foreign countrl^s and the generally 
favorable world trade situation," 
the bureau said.

"Weather and iruecta have re­
duced crops in some foreign coun- 
trU'-i; others have below-normal 
carryover bcciiusr of previous s 
harvest- Some are no longer In­
tent upon splf-sufflclency in food 
production, having found this a 
nioro difficult and lass de.slnvblc 
goal than It appeared to be during 
the depres.-ilon."
